Building on High Expectations 
 

 
 

This booklet outlines the key performance indictors (KPIs) in each of the areas of reading, writing and mathematics.  For pupils to have achieved 
the expected standard for their year group in a subject, they will have demonstrated that they have achieved all of the KPIs consistently and 
confidently.  Evidence of achieving these KPIs will be through a variety of methods including written work, observation, discussion, performance 
and testing. 
 
The Key Performance Indictors do not represent every aspect of the National Curriculum, rather they are the key indicators against which we 
assess pupils’ achievement and outcomes at the end of each curriculum year.  For example, a child in Year 3 meeting all the KPIs in writing 
would be considered to be working at the expected standard for writing in Year 3.  A child achieving half of the KPIs for Year 5 in maths would 
be considered to be working towards the expected standard in maths for Year 5.  Children achieving all of the KPIs along with other National 
Curriculum objectives for the year group and demonstrating their understanding and skill of these objectives at a deeper level, would be 
considered as working at greater depth within the expected standard in this subject area.
